Precautions for use

Before use, the gloves must be visually inspected for
defects or damage. If damaged (abrasion, cuts, tears,
etc.), the gloves must be discarded.

When handling chemicals, only use gloves with the
appropriate pictogram for chemical protection.

Do not wear contaminated gloves that are dirty on the
inside, as this could lead to dermatitis, skin irritation or
even more serious illnesses.

Gloves with a tear resistance performance level of 1 or
higher (according to EN 388) are not suitable for protec-
tion against serrated blades. They must also not be worn
when working on rotating mechanical parts if there is a
risk of them getting caught. There is a risk of entangle-
ment and injury. The performance levels were determi-
ned on the basis of tests carried out in accordance with
the conditions specified in the applicable standards.
The specified performance levels apply only to new
gloves that have not been washed or regenerated.
